1. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Bronson called the meeting to order.
2. ROLL CALL:  City Clerk Barb Schattak called roll of the city council; all members was present.

3. ADOPTION OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING:  A motion was made by Patterson to approve the regular meeting minutes of May 2, 2011 as presented.  Watson seconded the motion, which carried.
4. CORRESPONDENCE TO COUNCIL:  Each member was given copies of the following:   a Police Activity Report, thank you from Marais des Cygnes Elementary School for our donation to their carnival, Public Wholesale Water Supply District No. 12 minutes of April 20, 2011, schedule of events and sponsorship list from the Lyndon Saddle Club, and a flyer for the Movie in the Park to be held May 28, 2011.
5. CITIZEN’S STATEMENTS AND PETITONS:
a) Justin Graham from Osage County Fire District No. 5 reported the Fire District and the Saddle Club will be working together to have a fireworks event on July 3, 2011 and asked for a donation from the City.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Patterson to give $500 for fireworks.  Jones seconded the motion.  Smith, Howard and Watson opposed.  The motion died.
After further discussion, a motion was made by Howard to donate $1000 toward fireworks.  Smith seconded the motion, which carried.  
Discussed assisting with advertising for the event; the matter was tabled to the next meeting.
b) The City Administrator reported Kaitlynn Norris will be in the 2011 Miss Kansas Junior Teen Pageant and is asking for donations.  Each council member was given information regarding the pageant.  After some discussion, there was a consensus from the council to have a proclamation for a Caitlin Norris Day.  The matter was tabled to the next meeting.  Staff was asked to notify Ms. Norris of the council’s decision.
6. UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

a) STREET RFPs:  The City Administrator reported requests for proposals to asphalt the streets have been received but they are not comparable.  More information is needed on the proposals; tabled to the next meeting.
7. NEW BUSINESS:
a) APPOINTMENTS:  A motion was made by Patterson for Jones to be Council President for 2011.  Howard seconded the motion, which carried.
Mayor Bronson made the following appointments:  City Administrator, Kimberly Newman; City Clerk, Barbara Schattak; Deputy Clerks, Julie Stutzman and Carolyn Wilson; City Treasurer, Carolyn Wilson; City Attorney, Pat Walsh; Municipal Judge, Steve Jones; Municipal Court Clerk, Barbara Schattak; Local Freedom of Information Officer, Barbara Schattak; Maintenance Supervisor, Dave Wilson; Chief of Police, Darrel Manning; Nuisance Ord. 772-773 Enforcement Officer and Tall Grass/Weed Ord. 774 Enforcement Officer, Darrel Manning; Building Inspector/Zoning Administrator, Darrel Manning; Enforcement Officer for Ord. 587 – Unsafe Structures and Ord. 613 – Fire Damaged Structures, On-Call Engineer; Public Wholesale Water Supply District #12 representative, Russell Swanson; Official Depository, Lyndon State Bank; Official Newspaper, The Osage County Herald-Chronicle; re-appoint Glenda Bronson to the 2-Year position of the USD 421-City Joint Recreation Commission and Tim Hays to Position 5 on the Lyndon Tree Board.  It was noted there are still two vacant positions on the Tree Board.
A motion was made by Watson to approve the Mayoral Appointments less standing committees, with Positions 6 & 8 on the Lyndon Tree Board remaining vacant until interest is shown.  Smith seconded the motion which carried.

b) PRIDE COMMITTEE:  The City Administrator reported two representatives with the State and Pride met with city staff to discuss the changes with the Pride program and what it entails to have Lyndon become a Pride City.  Each council member was given a packet of the information about forming a Pride Committee.  The City Administrator reported there may be a couple meetings with the first meeting possibly being held on June 3rd.  The matter was tabled.
c) CEREAL MALT BEVERAGE LICENSE:  Application for License to sell Retail Cereal Malt Beverages was received from Casey Seyler d/b/a Smoke Shak, for consumption on the premises.  A motion was made by Smith to authorize Mayor Bronson to sign the license on behalf of the City.  Watson seconded the motion, which carried.

8. COUNCIL/STAFF COMMENTS:  The City Administrator reported the following:
· Caffe Thyme will be opening this weekend

· Maintenance have been installing the shading at the pool, which will open Memorial Weekend
· Reminded council the next meeting will be lengthy as there will be a special meeting at 6:30 p.m. before the regular meeting to discuss a capital improvement budget
· Anticipates receiving the report on the water and sewer study

· The website should be ready for presentation in June for perusal.
Mayor Bronson voiced his concern regarding charging an individual who intends to sit and watch their children at the pool and is not planning on getting into the pool.  After some discussion, no action was taken.
Patterson asked if Loyalty Oaths were going to be given to himself, Smith and the mayor since they were re-elected.  City Clerk stated she would get them while they were in executive session.  The matter was tabled to later in the meeting.
Smith questioned who was sponsoring the Fun In The Sun at City Park; it was noted by the Maintenance Superintendent the County is involved with it.

Smith mentioned a citizen was concerned about the corner at 4th and Cedar where individuals drive off the edge of the road.  It was noted by Maintenance they are aware of the situation and city staff has been in contact with the individual.
Howard questioned Chief Manning if the Methodist Church could close Washington Street from the alley to 8th Street during their vacation bible school.  After some discussion, no action was taken.

Howard reported there are two litters of kittens at his shop and asked if there is anything the City can do with them; Chief Manning stated there is no ordinance in effect regarding cats.

Howard questioned when the yard at the corner of 4th and Ash will be mowed; Chief Manning reported it is in the works and there are others as well.

Jones stated the ditch at 10th and Ash looks good; Maintenance Superintendent reported it is not completed as of yet.

Watson questioned if the proposal for the Bailey House has been sent as there was a May 15th deadline; Jones reported the draft has gone to the State for approval before it becomes official.
Watson questioned if there was an update on the water analysis, the City Administrator reported staff has received the analysis with our information plugged in and it is being worked on.  The matter was tabled

At 8:45 p.m. a motion for recess for 5 minutes was made by Watson.  Jones seconded the motion, which carried.  The governing body reconvened at 8:50 p.m.  Loyalty oaths were given to Mayor Bronson, Councilman Patterson and Councilman Smith by the city clerk.
9. EXECUTIVE SESSION:  At 8:52 p.m. a motion was made by Patterson to recess to executive session for 10 minutes to discuss a personnel matter.  Watson seconded the motion, which carried.  The governing body reconvened at 9:02 p.m.  No action was taken
At 9:03 p.m. a motion was made by Smith to recess to executive session for 10 minutes to discuss a personnel matter.  Patterson seconded the motion, which carried.  The governing body reconvened at 9:13 p.m.  No action was taken.
10. ADJOURNMENT:  At 9:13 p.m. a motion was made by Jones to adjourn to a special meeting on June 6, 2011 at 6:30 p.m.  Patterson seconded the meeting, which carried.
