1. CALL TO ORDER:  In the absence of the mayor, Council President Jones called the meeting to order.

2. ROLL CALL:  City Clerk called roll of the city council; all members were present with the exception of Mayor Bronson who is absent by notification.

3. ADOPTION OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING:  A motion was made by Watson to approve the adjourned meeting minutes of May 18, 2011 as presented.  Smith seconded the motion, which carried.

4. CORRESPONDENCE TO COUNCIL:  City Clerk presented each council member with the following:
· PWWSD #12 minutes of May 18, 2011
· An activity report from the Police Department
· March and April issues of the Kansas Government Journal

· New Governing Body Handbooks were given to council members.
5. CITIZEN’S STATEMENTS AND PETITIONS:  None
6. UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

a) WATER RATE ANALYSIS UPDATE:  City Administrator reported the water rate analysis was received today from Ransom Financial Group and there has not been time to review the options for water rate increases.  After some discussion, the matter was tabled to the next meeting.
b) STREET RESURFACING RFP AUTHORIZATION:  City Administrator reported the requests for proposal have been reviewed and recommended accepting Killough Construction’s proposal in the amount of $139,878.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Howard to authorize the City Administrator to enter into a contract with Killough Construction for the 2011 contract.  Patterson seconded the motion, which carried.
c) DISCUSSION ON ADVERTISING FOR FIREWORKS:  City Administrator reported on meeting with Justin Graham, Osage County Fire District No. 5, about the status of the event.  City staff will be handling the advertising of the event.  An ad in the paper will cost around $200 to $300 and will be run at least twice; other signage hasn’t been decided on to date.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Watson for the City to fund up to $1000 for advertising of the event.  Smith seconded the motion, which carried.
7. NEW BUSINESS: 
a) CAPITAL RESERVE ORDINANCE:  The City Attorney presented Ordinance No. 775 creating a capital improvements fund.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Smith to approve Ordinance No. 775 and authorize Mayor Bronson to sign on behalf of the city.  Patterson seconded the motion, which carried.
b) REVOLVING LOAN PAYMENTS:  It was reported with the completion of the sewer project city staff has requested KDHE to review the payment schedule of the revolving loan fund.  A new agreement between the City and KDHE has been received reducing our payments from $51,735 to $51,066 which needs to be signed and returned to KDHE.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Watson to approve the agreement and authorize Mayor Bronson to sign on behalf of the city.  Howard seconded the motion, which carried.
c) WATER AND SEWER STUDY PRESENTATION:  Bruce Boettcher and Brian Foster of BG Consultants presented the findings of their study to the council.  The study is available to view at City Hall.
d) PURCHASE OF A VEHICLE FOR THE POLICE DEPARTMENT:  The Police Department requested the purchase of a new vehicle; it was noted funding is available.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Watson, to authorize the City Administrator to purchase an SUV vehicle and accessories for an amount not to exceed $18,000.  Patterson seconded the motion, which carried.
8. MONTHLY FINANCIALS:  A list of vouchers for payment of May expenses were presented.  A motion was made by Watson to pay accounts as set forth.  Howard seconded the motion, which carried.
9. COUNCIL/STAFF COMMENTS:  City Administrator reported on the following:

· Gave an update on the website; will present the website to the council in July.
· Had a successful opening at the pool, maintenance have installed the shading; have had good reviews on pool staff and how clean the pool looks.  Considering a trial run of extending pool hours to 8 p.m. a few days a week.
· City Wide Garage Sale is June 25th; have met with the Lyndon Lions Club and have offered to partner with them and the City will serve as a point of contact as well as to advertise the event in the paper.
· The Pride meeting has been rescheduled to July 9, 2011 from 10 a.m. to Noon at the Community Center.

Patterson asked if flowers have been sent to Caffe Thyme since they are now open, the City Clerk reported they haven’t but will get some sent.  Staff was asked about a grand opening, it was noted the owners will be getting back to staff about the matter.

Patterson questioned if council packets could be mailed rather than emailed to members, staff will start mailing them.

Patterson has received comments about the Farmer’s Market; individuals have wondered if it could be held in the evenings instead of the mornings, staff will look into it for next year.  The matter was tabled.

Patterson reported Highway K31 to Osage City did get selected by the State for improvements; the project is scheduled in the year 2018.

Smith reported he has been fielding complaints about pool rates. Smith also stated Lisa Baker is helping again with the swim team and inquired about getting a free pool pass.  The City Administrator reported she has visited with Ms. Baker and the family will be receiving two free pool passes for helping with the swim team.

Jones questioned if there were still a senior pass; it was noted seniors 65 years old and older are free and do not need a pass.

The City Administrator also stated anyone who pays property taxes within Lyndon city limits will be admitted into the pool at resident rates.

Jones reported Peggy Clark will be sending five letters out requesting proposals for the Bailey House and would like for them to be on city letterhead; Peggy will be e-mailing them to the office.
Jones reported Wayne Walquist visited with her about RWD #1 and asked the City Administrator has if she has visited with him.  The City Administrator reported Mr. Walquist has some concerns about the Rural Water District merging with other districts.  The City’s attorney, Rick Hines, has been contacted regarding the matter.  Mr. Hines will be contacting the City Administrator, the matter was tabled.
Watson asked for an update regarding the Kitselman property; the City Administrator reported Carla Kitselman has been in to ask for another letter to be sent to the State requesting the speed limit to be reduced and the city limit sign to be moved so she can move forward with her project.

11. ADJOURNMENT:  At 9:05 p.m. a motion was made by Howard to adjourn to Tuesday, July 5, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.  Smith seconded the motion, which carried.
